Genesis 26:8-14

Isaac answered him, “Because | thought | might lose my life on account
of her.”

One of the men
might well have slept with your wife, and you would have brought guilt
upon us.”

"So Abimelek gave orders to all the people: “Anyone who harms this man
or his wife shall surely be put to death.”

2. Extended grace rather than condemnation

* Repent means to turn around
* Ask for the Holy Spirit’s help

e Carry each other’s burdens (Galatians 6:2)
* Be kind and compassionate to one another (Ephesians 4:32)
* Be at peace with one another (Mark 9:50)

e Stop passing judgment on one another (Romans 14:13)
