The Ninth Commandment
You shall not bear false witness against your neighbor. . — Exodus 20:19

The toxic lies that I have told myself:

A gossip betrays a confidence; so avoid a man who talks too much. — Proverbs 20:19

Proverbs 26:20-26
20Without wood a fire goes out;
without gossip a quarrel dies down.
2' As charcoal to embers and as wood to fire,
so is a quarrelsome man for kindling strife.
22The words of a gossip are like choice morsels;
they go down to a man’s inmost parts.
2 ike a coating of glaze over earthenware
are fervent lips with an evil heart.
2 A malicious man disguises himself with his lips,
but in his heart he harbors deceit.
»Though his speech is charming, do not believe him,
for seven abominations fill his heart.
%6 His malice may be concealed by deception,
but his wickedness will be exposed in the assembly.

Some practical application of the ninth commandment
* Ask yourself: Am | telling the truth?
« “Truth” your way out of tough situations.
* Ask yourself: Why am | talking to this person about that person?
* Refuse to gossip, and call it out when you see it happening.

I will endeavor to tell the truth about my conduct and to reserve
judgment about others until | know the facts. I refuse to engage in
gossip that would hurt or wound another.
